
Application for the Jazzfruit 2016 competition.
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Introduction:
Jazzfruit is a two-round competition for young jazz bands under the auspices of the “Mladi Ladi Jazz” (“Youth Tune the Jazz” - henceforth MLJ) festival. Everyone who follows the basic rules of the competition (see below)  can enter the first round. All that is required is that prospective competitors fill in and submit their application form, recordings and three band photos.
The closing date for applications for the 2016 competition is Tuesday 15. 03. 2016.
In the second round, three finalists selected by the organisers of the MLJ festival shall compete for first place on the final night of the competition at Prague's Jazz Dock, which will feature a performance by the American composer and multi-instrumentalist Oran Etkin. The winner will be selected on the basis of votes cast by a jury of specialists and the audience.
The date of the final evening is Wednesday 13. 04. 2016.
Prizes for the winner:
- Use of a recording studio at Studio Hostivar Prague, at a value of 30,000 CZK

· A joint concert with SCHMIEDS PLUS (Jazz Dock, Prague 28. 04. 2016)
- Long-term media support for future band activity (CD launch) by the organisers of the MLJ festival.

Competition Rules:
1)   Bands can enter the competition if they fulfill all three of the following conditions:
a) at least ¾ of the members have not yet reached the age of 30.
b) the group has not had a commercially distributed album (a contract with a distributor or promotional agency).
c) Has not received a prize or been a finalist of last year's competition.
1) Bands will only be accepted to compete if they apply with the application form appended below, with three photographs in print quality and sound recordings by the 15. 03. 2016. In the case of the band not having any sound recordings, they can invite the organisers to attend a performance in Prague or the close vicinity. This performance must take place by the closing date of applications (the organisers however are not obliged to attend the performance). Bands which do not supply sound recordings by the closing date for applications or do not make arrangements with the organisers for other possibilities of hearing them, will be automatically disqualified from the competition.
2) On the basis of the submitted sound recordings, the festival organisers shall announce three finalists in the second week of April. Competitors are in their own interest advised to keep Wednesday 13. 04. 2016 free in their diaries in the event of their being invited to participate in the final of the competition in Prague's Jazz Dock, at which the finalists shall be presented to the public and to the panel of professional judges.
3) The winners are required to keep the 28. 04. 2016 free in their diaries, when they will be officially announced as the winners of the competition, and when they will perform under the auspices of the MLJ festival on the same night as SCHMIEDS PLUS. Personal attendance at the official announcement is a condition for gaining a right to the winners' prizes.
4) The festival organisers hereby relinquish any perceived obligation to financially compensate the winners or the finalists for any expenses incurred in competition-related travel or accommodation.
